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If You Plan to Visit… 
 

Electric and non-electric campsites are available 
at Dahle Park (northwest of 
Lake Mills) and Thorpe Park 
(west of Forest City). Running 
water is also available, as are pit 
toilets. Camping at these parks 
is $8 for the non-electric sites 
and $12 for electrical sites. A rental cabin is also 
available at Thorpe Park for $50 a weeknight or 
$65 on Fridays and Saturdays. 
 

Shelterhouses are available at Thorpe Park, Dahle 
Park, the Florence Recreation Area, and the Am-
broson Recreation Area. These shelterhouses are 
all open and the ones at Thorpe Park and Dahle 
Park have electricity. All can be reserved for $10 
by calling the WCCB office. 
 

The Holland Prairie Conservation and Youth 
Hunting Area is an area set 
aside for youth hunters aged 
15 and under. A permit is re-
quired to hunt the area and can 
be obtained from the WCCB 
office or from the WCCB web site. Some hunting 
restrictions also apply at other areas, so hunters 
should check out the WCCB web site or call 
ahead for more information.
